fund.  

An endowment is a forever gift.   It is an investment ac-
count which preserves the original principal of the gift, 
and uses all or a portion of the income and growth earned 
on the investment for mission and ministry.    Scholar-
ships, mission funds, youth ministry funds, capital im-
provement funds, and pastoral education funds are just a 
few of the needs that are met through the many endow-
ment funds invested here at the Wisconsin United Method-

ist Foundation.  

Some people prefer to see how their gifts are being used 
right now.   Others prefer to have their gifts invested and 
used over the course of time.    Both are wonderful acts 
of generosity.   If giving wholeheartedly in 2010 means
